2. Enroll: Once your online application, official bachelor’s degree transcripts, and three 
Title IIa electronic forms have been received, you will be assigned an advisor and 
receive information on the next steps for registration and orientation.  Summer 
registration opens February 4, 2025 and ends May 11, 2025. 

3. Tuition Funding: After your registration is complete, Student Accounts will apply Title 
IIa funds to your account for qualifying coursework.
